Andrew Isbell stated he is giving the court the opportunity to explain the process in the flood area; the residents have to receive a permit or waiver from the office; if more than 50% of a structure is damaged they must elevate; there is a substantial damage clause; before a structure is repaired or rebuilt it must meet the current code; in some cases substantial damage is not reached there is still an issue that they need some sort of permit to an individual; the normal permit fee is $100; since the disaster the court may want to waive the fees; 50% above the threshold they must elevate; maybe look at or keep the same for continuity; they must have a release from Planning & Development to begin the process of rebuilding.
B.J. Gaines, Jr. asked what if there is less than 50% damage.
Andrew Isbell stated normally it is per event; some counties compound events then when they reach the 50% they must elevate.
Ronnie White asked if the ones receiving assistance money from FEMA will they get money to help raise the house.
Andrew Isbell stated if they apply they can get a grant to help elevate.
Glen Reader asked what is used to establish a construction value.
Andrew Isbell stated they can use the appraised value or actual value; they can argue the damage assessment; they can use the damage assessment from FEMA or a contractor; they can request a copy of what FEMA has done with the evaluations; they can use it as part of the damage assessment; Deep River is the worst area. 

B.J. Gaines, Jr. stated we are talking about older properties.
Andrew Isbell stated anything built without a permit they automatically have to elevate.
B.J. Gaines, Jr. stated anything built in recent years should be built above.
Ronnie White asked how far do we go back.
Andrew Isbell stated to the beginning of the policy in 1984.
B.J. Gaines, Jr. asked what it costs us to do the assessments; is it us trying to help people back in their house.
Andrew Isbell stated it won’t change the cost; we are having to do on the ground assessments; it will increase the man-hours. 

B.J. Gaines, Jr. stated it is a hardship to pay but it should be user paid. 
Andrew Isbell stated a lot of people have been there for a while and some are looking to get out; those wanting to stay are already looking to elevate.
B.J. Gaines, Jr. stated at one time we looked at a buy out to make a park but they didn’t want it.
Andrew Isbell stated a buy-out costs the county 25%.

Judge Hale stated there is a drop in the criminal area; for14 years she was a prosecutor in a professional DA’s office; when a person was arrested on the weekend they would bring a written report to the DA on Monday; it was reviewed on Monday and filed on Monday; when she started in 1995 she found it was impossible for cases to be filed that quickly, why?; the DA’s office blamed it on law enforcement; she called officers and supervisors and they would have receipt of when they filed cases with the DA; there is no decrease in misdemeanor crime; it has not gone down; filings went down; it is 4-6 weeks from the arrest to file a case; defendants would show up and had to reset cases; she attempted to get the DA to look at it; she talked with David Weeks about these things; he has no idea what a misdemeanor docket is about; Dolores bothered them enough that cases were filed; right now it is at an unacceptable level the number of cases being filed; there are 2 reasons to drop a case; they didn’t do it or there is not enough evidence; as far as she knows no one said we have police officers not doing their jobs; that was never given as an excuse; you are left with incompetence and laziness; Ms. French had no clue what she was going to say; she is not responsible for what she says; bond forfeitures makes money; if you don’t show up you forfeit the money;

Quentin Russell stated the court can approve the list; going forward everyone will have to come to court to ask.
A motion was made by Ronnie White to approve the Departmental Listing of Employees with Take Home Vehicle, seconded by B.J. Gaines, Jr. unanimous vote.

	Discuss Optional County Fee for Child Safety – Sherri Pegoda
Quentin Russell stated the provision allows for the court to collect from .1 cent to $1.50; there are certain uses for it; it is primarily designed for crossing guard programs; it can be used for other functions that enhances child safety and health; hypothetically if you raise $100, the code allows up to 10% can be spent on administrative purposes, Diana’s office will be collecting it, the rest of the money will be proportionally divided by the municipalities by population, the county would get about $36.90, the rest would go to the cities; Huntsville would be picking up about $51.30; Walker County would get less than half of the money.
Ronnie White stated Huntsville gets more than half of the money and we impose the fee.
Quentin Russell stated the cities would decide how to spend the money.
